STONERUSH LAKES



the history

Stonerush Lakes’ “secret” location is hidden in a maze of narrow and winding lanes leading to the heart of Cornwall. It is situated at the end of a
lane, bordered by verdant Cornish banks, which meanders through an agricultural heartland and opens out to reveal hidden valleys, centred
around The Old Mill, which have matured over the years into a stunning natural beauty spot. Surprisingly, beyond the boundaries, few local
residents are aware of it's existence, shrouded as it is by the folds of the hills and swathes of established trees to all sides. Stonerush Lakes was
originally established as a corn mill. Historically, the mill was part of the fabric of the local community providing a hand made product from the
agricultural landscape; once ubiquitous in the Cornish landscape, but long since defunct. Today, the redundant mill on Miller’s Lake serves a
different purpose and the fabric of the building resounds to a less frenetic pace; welcoming and sluggish. The milling wheel and quern stone a
distant memory, the rhythmic tones of their rotation have vaporised and have been replaced with the crackling of ashen faggots splitting in the
hearth, the buzz of bees gathering pollen from the neighbouring blossom, all punctuated with the comical honk of a Mallard Drake defending his
island territory. The Old Mill is central to Stonerush Lakes and will provide a haven and refuge in the manner of an old hunting lodge for residents
only. It is a place in which to relax into a sumptuous leather sofa by a roaring log fire. Intended as a haven in which to enjoy a stolen moment of
peace whilst reading a newspaper and languishing with a piping hot, aromatic coffee, a small bistro is also planned serving light dishes fashioned
from the finest local ingredients and produce, accompanied by a selection of wines and bottled beers served on a very informal basis.



the environment

Stonerush Lakes is as beautiful as it is tranquil. The lake banks are embellished with significant Silver Birch, Oak, Ash, and Fir trees and
evergreen shrubs. There are multitudes of delicate Rhododendrons in spring and the lakes swim with waterlillies in the summer. As summer
draws in, the wash of verdant colour is enflamed by the glorious Autumn foliage of the Oaks and Silver Birches which line the lakes and shelter
the lodges. The relaxing beauty of the surroundings is intoxicating. Even when it rains the lakes seem to dance and shimmer with beaded water
droplets. The mists and frosts, in their turn, create another muted and crystalline image framed in the picture windows of each individual lodge.
Throughout the year there is an ever changing but constantly rewarding vision, quite literally, on the doorstep. When lounging aboard the lodge
deck, or merely gazing through the windows from the comfort of a favourite sofa, it is easy to drift into a healing landscape where time stands still
and gives cause to reflect on the value and influence of nature. Pairs of Canada Geese sweep majestically onto the waters. They join the family of
docile Mallards who produce at least one clutch of ducklings annually, and the more sensitive Moorhens who daintily thread their way over the
surface water, taking refuge on one of the islands. A genuine wildlife haven blessed, to those who wait quietly, with glimpses of Kingfishers darting
along the stream and Roe Deer drinking from the clear waters. This is a real ‘Wind in the Willows’ location, as befits an area which inspired

Kenneth Grame to write his classic children’s book.
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the properties

The holiday homes at Stonerush Lakes have been designed with every consideration for individual taste and provide a variety of different floor
layouts with a choice of two or three bedrooms. The homes have been positioned to provide a sense of privacy and yet at the same time
maximise the uninterrupted views through floor to ceiling windows in all rooms. The decks are shaped to complement the watersedge and where
there are trees, the deck structure is constructed around them to accommodate the girth of the trunks. This provides a living, breathing, focal
feature in the foreground of the views and adds to the sense of not just viewing the landscape, but being an integral part of it. Fir, Holly,
Rhododendrons and other evergreen shrubs further blur the boundary between lodge and landscape, as they too are encouraged to thrive around
the edge of the lodges.

Whilst the plots create a diverse choice, each home shares common ground which is evident in all aspects of design, materials and build quality.
The new homes follow the blueprint of a Charteroak lodge which are made to order and follow the design of the show home. The stunning homes
are filled with high quality fixtures and fittings such as natural unstained cedar cladding, engineered timber windows with aluminium cladding, oak
plank floors, wool carpets, oak doors, stainless steel kitchen appliances, oak block worktops, deep ceramic sinks and steel baths. Please refer to
the specification of each plot.



sustainability

The developers are committed to producing socially and environmentally responsible homes. Determined to maximise the potential for
sustainability of design and materials, the result is the creation of sensitive living spaces. ‘Sustainability’ encompasses many facets, ranging from
the source and origin of materials to methods of transportation, from the way energy is provided to light and heat a home, to the ability to recycle
materials. Sustainable construction is a key issue for society. Energy used in the construction and occupation of buildings accounts for around
50% of the UK’s total CO? emissions, the primary cause of global warming. In addition, 50% of landfill waste comes from the construction industry.
However, the Stonerush Lakes lodges are definitive examples of sustainable principals. Presently, the developers are working on plans to make
Stonerush Lakes the first development of its kind in the UK that is completely ‘off-grid’ (not connected to main gas, water, electricity or drainage)
together with being 'carbon zero’. This typifies the company’s commitment to genuine sustainability.

Specification includes: Forestry Stewardship Council (FSC) timber, engineered timber window frames with aluminium cladding, natural cedar
cladding, rainwater harvesting system, dual flush toilets, Thermafleece (sheep’s fleece) insulation, recycled aggregates, minimal use of plastics.
Options include; photovoltaic cells for electricity, solar water heating, and moss sedum roofs. Please refer to the specification of each plot.
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the interiors

Each home has a contemporary interior for a country setting. Simplicity and sophistication are not a contradiction in this context. The sweeping
terrace and landscaped canopy softens the transition from outside to inside space allowing shelter from, and yet at the same time, participation in,
the landscape. Tantalising views are framed by a window or a glazed door. Through the light enhancing floor to ceiling picture windows the eye is
drawn along the warm glow of the oak plank floors of the living areas and beyond to the heartening oatmeal carpet of the bedrooms. Panelled
walls throughout are painted in colours which reflect the generous natural light, suggesting airiness and maximising the feeling of space, with
vaulted ceilings throughout. The décor is a subtle fusion of neutral materials - natural fibres, organic textures combined with limestone ceramics
and polished porcelain - providing a blank canvas upon which owners can impose their own individual character and taste. The overall effect is
one of wholesome sophistication and exemplifies the uncomplicated pleasures of vacation life.
